The Orthodox Church honours the memory of the Holy Apostles Peter
and Paul on 29 June. They are called ‘Preeminent Apostles and teachers of
the Universe’, because they worked hard to lay the foundations of the Holy
Church of Christ. To spread the word of God, they suffered a lot of
afflictions and persecutions, bequeathing to us the basic rules of the
Christian faith and life in their epistles. Their most important life and
apostolic works are described in the Acts of the Apostles book, and the
deeds of St. Peter — in the Holy Gospel as well.

Saint Apostle Peter was among the first of the disciples and followers,
along with his brother Andrew, to be called by the Lord. His Jewish name
was Simon, but Jesus Christ Himself called him Peter (in Greek ‘stone’). He
was one of His favourite followers and witnessed many of the miracles of
the Son of God. Prior to the arrest of the Savior, Peter denied His Master,
but then bitterly repented. He was martyred in Rome during Nero’s
persecution in 67 AD. The New Testament includes two general epistles of
the Apostle Peter addressed to all Christians.

Saint Apostle Paul (his Jewish name was Saul) was an educated man
of his time, but spiritually unenlightened. He was a fierce persecutor of
Christians. He was converted to the Christian faith on the road to Damascus.
Miraculously, the Lord Himself appeared to him, and from the fiercest
persecutor of Christians he became the most ardent preacher of the Gospel
of salvation and love.

In the same year — 67 AD, on 29 June, the Apostle Paul died a martyr's
death in Rome marked by many miracles. The New Testament contains
fourteen epistles, in which he explains Christian values and the rules of
ecclesiastic life.

The Holy Apostles Peter and Paul, though very different men, preached
the word of God in an inspired manner, enlightening many nations and
showing to generations of Christians the true way of faith and love.
