In the late 18th and early 19th centuries, the need for secular education in
the New Bulgarian literary language for preserving the native spirit and
culture became increasingly apparent. In response to the spiritual and
Enlightenment-inspired quest for knowledge, the encyclopaedist Dr. Petar
Beron created the first New Bulgarian textbook written entirely in a literary
language: ‘Bukvar with Various Teachings Collected by Petra H. Berovicha
for the Bulgarian Schools’. The book, which was published in 1824 in Brasov
with the financial support of the wealthy Bulgarian Anton Jovanovi¢, became
known as the ‘Fish Primer’ due to the inclusion of illustrations of a whale
and a dolphin on its final pages. In the foreword, Beron elucidates the
rationale behind his decision to author the textbook, citing the ‘deplorable
state’ of education at that time. In practice, the textbook served as a
pedagogical mutual learning aid not only for children, but also for teachers.
This concise encyclopaedia encompasses a diverse array of subject matter,
including Bulgarian language, arithmetics, physics, moral teachings and good
advice, ?ables, and prayers. It also features 12 illustrations of animals.

The Fish Primer was republished more than five times until the Liberation,
which shows the great interest and high esteem of the contemporaries of
the book, defined as one of the most significant of our Renaissance because
of its exceptional role in preserving the Bulgarian spirit and developing our
literary language. It estabﬁshed certain linguistic norms that are still valid
today — for example, the modern forms of third-person personal pronouns,
the new pronunciation of Bulgarian letters instead of their Old Bulgarian
names, ec.

Dr. Petar Beron (Petar Atanassov Hadzhiberovich) was born in Kotel in 1799.
He was one of the most educated Bulgarians of his time with encyclopaedic
knowledge in many fields of science, attending a number of European
universities, a qualiged phzsician and fluent in nine languages. The scientist
is among the most significant native philanthropists who  financed the
establishment of new schools and left behind 25 volumes of scientific
studies. On 21 March 1871, he met his end in his estate in the vicinity of
Craié)va (present-day Romania) which he bequeathed to Bulgarian education
needs.
