The bagpipe is a favourite and widely-performed traditional wind instrument
in Bulgaria: one of the national cultural symbols. Unique with its specific
lively sound, it is found in almost all regions of Bulgaria, though it holds
particular importance in some of them, where the tradition of playing and
making bagpipes is jealously guarded.

The Bulgarian bagpipe is made of leather, wood and horn, and it sounds
magical. The instrument consists of a chanter, a drone and a blowpipe,
attached to a leather bag via horn connecting rings — stocks.

There are two common types of bagpipes in Bulgaria, according to the
sound specificity: ‘kaba’ — with a lower-pitched unique sound in the
Rhodope Mountains, and ‘jura’” — in the other folklore regions of Bulgaria.
The magic of the bagpipe’s distinctive sound is hidden in its wood wind
pipes and their tuning. The bagpipe is used as a solo and ensemble
instrument and for accompanying songs.

Bagpipe playing has been a constant companion in the life of Bulgarians in
the past — on weekdays and holidays, at family celebrations, in customs and
rites, weddings and christenings, all festive occasions and gatherings. In 1961,
the ‘Miracle of Rozhen’ — the ‘100 Kaba Gaidi’ orchestra — was born at the
Rozhen National Folklore Fair in the Rhodope Mountains.

Nowadays, Kostadin llchev, a bagpiper and bagpipe master from Smolyan,
and the bagpipe ensembles from Devin and Kalofer are included in the
national representative list of intangible cultural heritage ‘Living Human
Treasures’. Accompanied by a ‘kaba’ bagpipe, Valya Balkanska's unique
performance of the Rhodope song ‘Izlel ye Delyo Haydutin’ flies in outer
space onboard the twin spacecraft Voyager 1 and Voyager 2.

In our time, every effort is being made across the nation to preserve and
pass on the skills of pipers and pipe masters. Training schools and outplaying
concerts are being organised, with memories, materials, photos, documents
of famous performers being stored and books being written. The Rhodope
picturesque village of Stoikite, a ‘cradle’ of the bagpipe culture, is home to
‘The Bagpipe: Ancient and Eternal’ museum featuring bagpipes from all
folklore regions of Bulgaria.
