One cannot help but smile when hearing the name of the actor Georgi Partsa-
lev and remembering his unforgettable performances in cinema, television and
theater.

As a child, the actor used to gather his friends in the neighbourhood, organis-
ing theatrical performances and getting excited whenever various touring
theatre troupes performed. His great professional dream to play Don Quixote
never came true, but critics called him ‘Don Quixote of the Town of Levski'.
Ceorgi Partsalev was born on 16 June 1925 in the town of Levski. He graduat-
ed from high school in Pleven and was admitted to study three majors at the
Sofia University ‘St. Kliment Ohridski’. At the insistence of his family, he chose
medicine, continuing, however, to be closely involved in amateur theater
activities. At the beginning of the fifth year of studies, he decided to focus on
acting, although never graduating from the theater institute. He worked at the
Labour Service Theatre, the Construction Troops Theatre and, since 1956, at
the Aleko Konstantinov Satirical Theatre troupe, where he played 40 roles in
32 theatre seasons. He played in cinema along with television films and theat-
rical productions, musicals and pop-satirical concerts throughout Bulgaria. He
became gradually a living legend of the Bulgarian comedy scene known for
his unforgettable movies: The Attached Balloon (1967), Whale (1969), The Five
from the Moby Dick (1970), With Children at the Seaside (1972), Indian Summer
(1973), My Father the Painter (1974), Farsighted for Two Diopters (1976), The 13th
Fiancée of the Prince (1987), etc.

Years before he was awarded the official title of ‘People’s Artist’ in 1983,
Georgi Partsalev became nation’s favourite actor.

The actor died at the age of 64 in Sofia on 31 October 1989. A bohemian,
generous to his friends and deeply attached to his parents, Georgi Partsalev is
remembered for his smile under the notable moustache and, most of all, for
the wonderful performances he played with a lot of love and professionalism.
Since 2005, a theatre festival bearing his name has been held in his hometown
every June.
